POLICY AND PROCEDURE

TITLE: Grade Rounding Policy

POLICY STATEMENT:

This policy indicates specific information regarding Goodwin's grade rounding policy and procedures. This policy will
specifically address what courses will not be in the practice of rounding grades in accordance with programmatic standards.
Questions about specific courses should be addressed with the respective program director or dean.

PROCEDURE DETAILS:

Grade rounding on individual course assignments, examinations and final course grades will be determined within the
exclusive purview of content area members. In consultation with the respective dean and program director, faculty will clearly
identify grade-rounding policies for each course on their course syllabi.

In most Goodwin courses, individual course assignments, examinations and final course grades (weighted total) are
determined by the following method: when the decimal grade point is less than “0.5", the grade is to be rounded down to the
nearest whole number and when the decimal grade point is greater than or equal to “0.5", the grade is to be rounded up to the
nearest whole number.
